Aberdeen City Council’s Housing Improvement Progress Report
The Scottish Housing Regulator has published its inspection report on improvement progress in Aberdeen City Council’s housing and homelessness services. The inspection provides an independent external assessment of the service delivery, recognising strengths and making recommendations for future improvements.

Private Sector Leasing Scheme
Aberdeen City Council’s new leasing initiative has been proving popular with private landlords. The scheme will utilise private sector properties to provide short and medium-term accommodation for homeless households.

Childhood Runaways Research
Shelter Scotland has released research which suggests a link between children who run away from home and future homelessness. They believe that addressing factors which prompt children to run away could reduce homelessness in the future.

Help the Homeless Funding
The charity Help the Homeless is currently taking applications for its small grants scheme. Grants of up to £3,000 are available to homelessness projects which assist individuals in their return to mainstream society.
