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Training Programme

January 2012 – March 2012
Implementing Getting it Right for Every Child is a priority for Aberdeen City Council.  Training courses have been reviewed and updated during Autumn 2011 and CSTAC welcomes you to the 2012 programme of training courses which support the most recent guidance on Getting it Right for Every Child. 
Everyone wants to get it right for the children they work with but it can be hard to know how to help and who might be able to support the work you are doing.  These multidisciplinary workshops will bring together participants who have all kinds of reasons for working with children and families.  Together we will explore our different perspectives and find ways though the vast amount of guidance and procedures on GIRFEC to focus on the information and ideas you need to Get it Right.  

These workshops build on and update the previous training, so you are welcome to attend whether you are new to GIRFEC, would like a refresher or feel you could still improve your grasp of how to use GIRFEC in your own practice. We have also added a course intended to strengthen GIRFEC practice in local areas, which we will arrange in partnership with local practitioners and deliver in local venues.

This programme has been arranged for standard daytime timing.  If this does not suit your availability we will consider organising sessions at alternative times on request.  We will include evenings or weekends, subject to sufficient numbers.
All training courses are free and represent a significant investment for the Council.  

It would therefore be appreciated if you did not commit to it unless you are prepared to attend or to arrange for an appropriate substitute if for any reason you are unable to do so.  
Please do not attend if you have not received a confirmation letter as courses can be oversubscribed and you may not have applied in time to get a place on your first choice of date. The Training Programme includes the following courses:

Introduction to Getting it Right and GIRFEC
Aim of the Session
A chance to get an overview of what Getting it Right for Every Child is all about and to discuss how it might affect you and your work, whether you work with adults or more directly with children and families. 

Assessing to Get it Right: roles and creating an integrated assessment

Aim of the Session

A chance to think about how we know whether children are OK, who takes a role in assessment and look at the assessment tools which can be used in practice to support children, making sure everyone involved can contribute what they know.

Planning to Get it Right: using integrated assessment as the basis of a shared plan for the child  

Aim of the Session
This session builds on the overview of the integrated assessment process and gives practitioners a chance to look at how we can use integrated assessment tools and shared plans to work together to support children.
NB  It is strongly recommended that you complete ‘Assessing to get it right’ before doing ‘Planning to get it right.’ Even if you previously did IAF part 1, we suggest you attend the ‘Assessing...’ course before coming to ‘Planning…’   Although these two courses cover similar material to the courses previously offered as the Integrated Assessment Framework parts 1 and 2, the split of content between the courses has been altered.  

   
Tackling Risk to Get it right: Child Protection and GIRFEC
Aim of the Session
An introduction to how child welfare concerns can be handled.  We will discuss how to use multi agency assessment, planning and support, and when you must decide to set in motion child protection processes. 

Seeking Consent to Get it Right: Working with Consent and Confidentiality

Aim of the Session
A chance to think about respecting privacy and secrets, asking permission to share information and understanding when protecting a child becomes so important information has to be shared. 
Networking to Get it Right for Every Child in our Area

Aim of the Session
An introduction to GIRFEC roles, responsibilities and processes and a chance to strengthen multi-agency work and networks in a local area.  This course can be provided as a single day or two half days, organised in partnership with practitioners in a local area, and preferably delivered in a local venue.  (A room is, however, available at Balgownie One on the dates indicated in case no local venue is available.)
