SQA Accreditation for Parents and Carers


I am pleased to announce that the accreditation materials are now available to download from the national PEEP website: www.peep.org.uk


PEEP practitioners will be able to access a Handbook, Guidance packs and diary sheets. 


The units were developed for PEEP by the Workers’ Educational Association (WEA) in Aberdeen  and designed to provide Scottish PEEP parents and carers with the option to receive formal recognition for the important role they play in their children’s learning and development. Over the last year we have been working along with various PEEP partners across Scotland to streamline the delivery of the SQA units for dissemination. 


This year we have several parents and carers in Aberdeen working towards accreditation and hoping to gain their certificates by end of March. Previous parents have gone onto to access other courses or work experience and I hope the new PEEP one-day training course will provide another opportunity for progression to parents and carers who may want to work as volunteers supporting PEEP groups.


This is potentially an exciting development and one which will be explored in more detail over the coming year. 











 














Scottish DVD


The purpose of the DVD is to promote the positive impact PEEP has on parents, carers and children across Scotland and to promote the range of ways in which the programme supports families - building skills and confidence and providing lifelong learning opportunities.


In partnership with Station House Media Unit in Aberdeen, parents have received training and support to make the DVD, learning new skills e.g. camera work, sound, directing, editing.


Filming began in Sept 09 and a core group of nine parents have been taking it in turns to film group activities and interview other parents, carers and practitioners in Aberdeen, Edinburgh and Midlothian.


With allocated funding, we plan to visit groups in Perth and West Lothian in the New Year and the final filming session will be at end of March when we will record an award ceremony for Aberdeen parents and carers who have successfully achieved SQA accreditation for their role as their child’s first educator.


After filming, work will begin on editing the footage with parents contributing to this and to other aspects of the final design.  


We hope to have final edit by summer.
